• Two Witnesses killed and revived. 
 
 

BEGINNING OF TRIBULATION 
• Antichrist signs peace treaty 

with the many. 
• Temple rebuilt.  
• The Two Witnesses appear. 
 

END OF TRIBULATION 
• Babylon destroyed for eternity. 
• Armageddon 
• Jesus Christ returns to the Mt. 

of Olives. 
 

Key Passages used to interpret Revelation events: 
 
• Daniel (7, 9, 11, 12) reveals a timeline and length of the Tribulation and when it is to take place 

along with details about how the antichrist and the countries he controls will come against Israel. 
 
• Matthew (24, 25) reveals a chronological timeline and some details of pre, during and post 

tribulational events. (Also see Mark 13 and Luke 17, 21)
